YOUR WEAKNESS

In the life of the celebrated
chemist, Michael Faraday, we read
this little incident. One of his
workmen carelessly bumped over
a silver cup, which fell into a jar of
strong acid. In a short time the sil-
ver cup completely disappeared. It
was dissolved or melted in the ac-
id, as a cup of sugar in a jar of wa-
ter. It seemed utterly lost, and the
question came up: “Can it ever be
restored again?” Some said it
could; others said it could not.

But the great chemist, Faraday
himself, mixed a few chemicals and
put them in the jar of acid. In a lit-
tle while every piece and particle
of the silver cup was drawn to the
bottom and gathered in a shape-
less mass. This was sent to the sil-
versmith, who restored the cup to
the same size and shape it had had
before. Only that it was a great deal
brighter.

If a chemist like Faraday, how-
ever skilled, can restore an appar-
ently lost mass of silver, then sure-
ly the Almighty Chemist can re-
store human bodies which have
been dissolved and mingled with
the earth after death. In the elev-
enth article of the Creed we pray:
“I believe in the Resurrection of the
Body.” That means we believe we
shall all rise at the Judgment Day
with the same bodies we had while
on this earth.
