DOING THE WILL OF THE
FATHER

In one thing saints are all
equally fierce and equally unrelent-
ing: in their struggle to expropriate
the self, to kill the false self that
wants to be its own master and
refuses to be the child of God. For
this is a thing in which there can be
no half-measures. It is the whole
heart that has to be exchanged.
Sometimes there is an obvious and
clear-cut choice to be made: | know
that this is what I want, and that
God’s will is different; and you
choose the will of God. That is
something, but it is only a begin-
ning. There are other choices to be
made, when the thing you want is
not wrong in itself and yet may not
be God’s will for you at this par-
ticular moment: and if you can
school yourself to choose always
the will of God in these things, that
is something much more.

But still it is only a beginning.
You have not yet allowed the pow-
er of God to transform you wholly
into Christ. You must learn to be
able to say beforehand, of whatev-
er may befall, that your will is to do
the will of Him who sent you into
the world to praise Him. And you
must learn to say it utterly and of
everything. It means that there
must be nothing, however small, or
however good, to which you would
cling for a moment against God’s
will: there is nothing about which
you have not already said, Thy will
be done.

That is the daily struggle and
death of the Christian. There is no
easy way.

OUR LADY’S HUMILITY - JULY 17

“Humility,” according to Saint
Thomas Aquinas, “is to see our-
selves as God sees us.” It is a sim-
ple enough definition, but as we all
know it is not an easy definition to
live out.

stronger, kinder, nobler, smarter.

Heaven has given us so many
aids to salvation, but they avail not if we do not de-
voutly use them. A year ago, a young lady in Louisiana
whom I had baptized, confirmed and offered Mass and
sacraments for her whole short life, died in a fiery auto
wreck, her body entirely incinerated. What became of
her soul? She moved with a fast crowd. Her scapular
was in her other purse. Her mother is disconsolate.
Our Blessed Mother wants to help, but cannot if we
will not listen.

It is the feast of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel which
takes me back to Mexico this weekend. After visiting
Fr. Mardones and his faithful in Mexico City, today
we are on our way to Our Lady of Mt. Carmel Church
in Dos Rios, Veracruz. But on the way we're stopping
to see the Baby Doctor Jesus in Tepeaca. Be sure I
bring all of your intentions, especially your sick to this
venerated shrine, to the Holy Child Jesus. Tomorrow
we have the feast day Procession and Mass in Dos
Rios, followed by Confirmations.

The Trump Supreme Court nominee is touted by
the media as a conservative and prolife, but we shall
see. He is a Jesuit educated Novus Ordo, and a deep
state insider, indeed an insider’s insider, he and his
wife.

I write this because many of you are only exposed
to the Fake News which dominates our airwaves.

Q: What sin does a Catholic commit who through his
own fault misses Mass on a Sunday or holyday of ob-
ligation?

A: A Catholic who through his own fault misses Mass
on a Sunday or holyday of obligation commits a mor-
tal sin. The obligation of hearing Mass is fulfilled only
when the Catholic is present at all three principal
parts of one and the same Mass: the Offertory, the
Consecration, and the Communion. If he should ar-
rive after the Offertory but before the Canon, he must
make up the defect by attending a later Mass up to
the missed part inclusive. But if he misses either the
Consecration or the Communion, he simply does not
hear Mass; in this case, he is obliged to attend later a

full and complete Mass.
- The Baltimore Catechism

Therefore, try to use the restroom before Mass.
Do not use the restroom for breaks during Mass, ex-
cept for urgent cases. Break yourself, and your chil-
dren, of this bad habit. It is distracting, irreverent,
and self-indulgent, and may lead to missing Mass! If
you step out for the Offertory, Consecration, or
Priest’'s Communion, the three principal parts of the
Mass (unless you are actually sick, or about to have
“an accident”), you would sin mortally, by missing
one or more of the chief parts of your Sunday Mas of
Obligation: unless you stay for another Mass. Those
powder breaks can be awfully pricey.

Parents taking care of babies in the vestibule are
considered as still attending Mass, and do fulfill, of-
ten in a sacrificial and most edifying way, their Sun-
day obligation.

Show every Sunday, how much you love your
Mass! Know your Mass, and attend it.

My dearest Mother Mary, I beseech Thee with confidence,
obtain _for me, although thy unworthy child, the blessing of
God the Father, by covering me with the merits of thy Son
Jesus, that I may regain my eternal birthright in Heaven.
Clothe me every evening, Sweet Lady of Mt. Carmel, but
especially on the eve of my life, with the “Dyed Garments”
of the Precious Blood. Amen.
