THE ROSARY CONFRATERNITY

ROSARY INDULGENCES

1. For members of the Rosary Confraternity, a plenary indulgence, under
the usual conditions, is granted:

2. on the day of enrollment. (When application is made, a certificate of
membership is sent, indicating the day of the enrollment.)

3. on the following feast days: Christmas, Easter, Annunciation, Purifi-
cation, Assumption, Our Lady of the Rosary, and Immaculate Concep-
tion.

4. For those who pray the Rosary, a plenary indulgence s granted under
the usual conditions, when the Rosary is prayed in church, or in a fam-

ily (family Rosary). Otherwise a partial indulgence is granted.

Our Rosary Confraternity, with its
rich indulgences, is a bit like any
traditional “religious” order or con-
gregation. Due to the eclipse of the
Church, it has no true canonical
existence, rights, or privileges. It is
only a private organization. We just follow the sp1r1t of the
law, and do our best, leaving all the rest to God’s mercy.
We hope and pray the indulgences will be granted, but we
do not know for sure. We do know, however, that the Ro-
sary is a most powerful prayer, and this is enough for us.
The canonical history of the Rosary Confraternity is
very complicated. But it seems that before the changes,
according to Fr. Dominic Dolan, O.P., all that was re-
quired to join was to have one’s first and last name entered
into the Rosarian Register, and to agree to pray at least 15
decades each week. We therefore will happily register out-
of-towners and those who cannot make the Enrollment

Ceremony, which is not strictly required. The registration
is required, so please give us your information (call or write
the office) if you'd like to join. We still cannot enroll
“walk-ins.” You must be registered in advance.

Here at St. Gertrude the Great, we will continue our
Rosary Confraternity as a parish society, and conduct an
annual enrollment, and do request a one-time donation of
$25. (This helps defray the cost of the medal, rosary and
blessed candle new members receive, and to cover Masses
for deceased members.) One way or another we hope to
maintain these our beloved Rosarian customs for years to
come, including participation in the processions, together
as a body, wearing our medals; and of course, the annual
Rosary Confraternity Breakfast. The traditional indul-
gences we publish, but leave the rest to our most indulgent
and loving Queen of the Most Holy Rosary. We would
like to resume our Confraternity’s social activities, and
spiritual pilgrimages, should our Novena be favorably an-
swered.

Also, like any organization, the Confraternity de-
pends upon one person’s persevering work, as well as the
help of many. Interested? Speak to me, and we'll talk.

At thy feet I humbly kneel to offer thee a Crown of Roses, snow white
buds to remind thee of thy joys, each bud recalling to thee a holy mys-
tery; each ten bound together with my petition for a particular grace.

Scapular. The favors and graces accorded you are incalculable!
Opver the centuries, the Scapular has been enriched with many
indulgences and privileges by numerous popes, including Six-
tus IV, Gregory X, Clement VII, Clement X, Leo XI, Leo
XIII, St. Pius X, Benedict XV, Pius XI, and Pius XII. Popes
Clement VII and Clement X decreed that all who wear the
Scapular participate in a special manner not only in the fruits
of the spiritual works of the Carmelites, but also in all the
good done throughout the entire Church (Lynch, p. 36). Pope
Sixtus IV granted members of the Scapular Confraternity all
the privileges, indulgences, graces and favors which are grant-
ed to the cord of St. Francis, to the Rosary of Our Lady, or to
any confraternity whatsoever “so that they do enjoy them as
much as if they were really members of these sodalities”

(Lynch, p. 36).
