THE ROSARIES OF THE ANGELS

“I am sending an angel before you, to
guard you on the way.”

Many of us were taught by the
sisters in grade school that our guard-
ian angels finish the rosaries during
which we fall asleep. And before we
dismiss this pious thought, think
about how close the angels are to the
rosary, how much a part they are of
each mystery. In fact, the rosary
could be called an angelic form of
prayer.

It is, after all, the archangel Ga-
briel at the Annunciation who first
taught us the words of the Hail Mary
itself, which remains our verse of
meditation throughout the mysteries.
Angels are present in the Garden of
Gethsemane, and in the Garden of
the Resurrection. There are angels
depicted at the Ascension, the As-
sumption, and the Coronation. Even
the “Glory bes” echo angelic words of
heavenly praise.

Pope Leo XIII teaches us: “In
reciting the rosary, we meditate upon
the mysteries of our Redemption...
[and] in a manner emulate the sacred
duties once committed to the angelic
hosts. The angels revealed each of
these mysteries in its due time, they
played a great part in them; they were
constantly present at them... What
more divine, what more delightful,
than to mediate and pray with the
angels? ...Praying the rosary devoutly
can actually connect us with the holy
angels.”

Only the sisters knew that pray-
ing the rosary “dozingly” did that as
well.
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THE POWER OF THE ROSARY

Is it not sad that though millions of
Catholics are daily saying the Hail
Mary, many of them say it so badly?
They repeat it hastily, not even
thinking the words they are saying.
They thus deprive God’s Mother of
the great joy they could so easily give
her and deprive themselves of the
wondrous graces that she wishes to
give them.

One Hail Mary, well said, fills
the heart of Our Lady with delight
and obtains for us indescribably
great graces. One Hail Mary, well
said, gives us more graces than a
great many badly said.

Fr. Suarez, the holy and learned
Jesuit, declared when dying that he
would willingly give all the many
learned books he wrote, all his life’s
labors, for the merit of one Hail
Mary. How well this great man un-
derstood the priceless value of this
beautiful little prayer which is so lit-
tle understood by many Catholics.

St. Bernard and all the saints say
that it was never heard, at any time
or in any place, that Mary refused to
hear the prayers of her children on
Earth. Oh, why don’t we Catholics
realize this most consoling truth?
Why do we refuse the love and con-
solation that God’s Sweet Mother is
offering us? Lamentable is the igno-
rance which deprives us of such help
and consolation.
